1. This competition is registered with TSCHDI - T328/2012 & ABHDI ï C1/2012 and will be conducted 
under the rules and conditions as set down by SOBHD and as adopted by ABHDI. 

 

2. Teachers, interested parties or any other unauthorised person must not communicate with Judges 
during the Championships. All enquiries to the official table. 

 

3. A competitor who has taken part in any so called Championship not recognised by the Board or any 
person who has acted as a judge at such an event, shall be ineligible to compete or judge in any 
recognised Championship or Competition under SOBHD rules until given permission to do so by the 
Board.
